A charity is a voluntary organization which is set up in order to do good. Charities aim not only to help and support people but also animals, the environment, etc. In size they range from small, local organizations to large, international organizations which have salaried professionals working for them as well as a global network of volunteers. Such organizations provide support on an international basis and deal with global problems.


Charities have a variety of roles in the world today covering almost every aspect of human life. Charities concerned with animals and the environment are actively involved in rescuing and caring for abandoned, abused or over-worked animals, protecting wild animals and their habitats and lobbying the relevant authorities in order to get governmental policies (and national and international laws) changed for the good of the planet and its flora and fauna.
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
