ST. PATRICK’S DAY

St. Patrick’s Day is celebrated on the 17th of March. 
St. Patrick's Day has been observed as a religious festival in Ireland for over a thousand years, though it was only recognized as a celebration of Irish culture and heritage in the 1970's.The day is named in honor of St. Patrick, the patron saint of Ireland, who brought  Christianity to Ireland.
Green is a national color of Ireland, so people wear green clothes on this day. One more traditional symbol of Saint Patrick's Day is the shamrock. The shamrock was chosen Ireland's national emblem because of the legend that St. Patrick had used it to illustrate the doctrine of the Trinity. Leprechauns are also the symbol of St. Patrick’s Day.
